Entry Procedure

Street Cars – When you arrive at the track please line up for scrutineering. Whilst you wait to be scrutineered please fill out an entry form and any car details. Once you have been scrutineered please come to the entry booth and enter your car. You will be given relevant armbands and instructions at entry booth. Imports are to fill out the same entry form as the sportsman class and we will then fill in the correct class for you at entry booth.

Your car number for the season is the number of your sportsman licence (If you have one from last season that is still valid) otherwise we will issue you with a temporary car number for the weekend when we do your licence on the day. If you have any questions please contact one of the committee members.

Competition Cars – When you arrive please go straight to the entry booth. You must have your licence, log book and have filled out an SSP form. All crew must sign in at entry booth to receive your armbands.

Armbands, Crew and Pass outs

We will be strictly enforcing the new limits on crew numbers and they will be issued tickets at the entry booth. Your crew MUST BE PRESENT at the entry booth to receive their tickets. These tickets will get them into the venue on Sunday morning only. 

· Any vehicle entered in Super Street, Bike or other sportsman DYO classes is only eligible for one crew pass for entry on Sunday. 

· All other vehicles are eligible for a maximum of four crew passes for entry on Sunday.

· Additional crew are allowed and should sign an entry form, but they will not receive Sunday passes.

· Crew members with Armbands only will be allowed on the startline

NZDRA Rule changes

All licence holders receive a rulebook as part of their licence renewal. Please make sure you are familiar with all rules, not just the ones in your class.

Sportsman licences are $100 (1 year) or $25 for a day licence (weekend), a Competition unlimited renewal is $250 and $170 for a limited renewal. New Competition licences add $20. All Group one licence renewals are $350.

These can be applied for by downloading the form off the NZDRA website. www.nzdra.co.nz  Sportsman licences can be done on the day at entry. All Competition licence renewals done at the track incur a $50 penalty fee.

If a street vehicle is tech inspected with a logbook then the driver must have a yearly sportsman licence. They cannot race on a day licence.

Startline Breakdowns

This is what happens if there is a breakdown. We use the same system they use in Australia.

1) If the car is on the concrete the driver must stay in the car if they cannot restart. The starter will wave the back up man to get behind the wall, and the starter will allow the other lane to go. The crew MUST NOT go onto the track

2) If the car is on the tarmac the starter will shut the other lane down. He will then signal the crew to tow the stalled car to the finish line and onto the return road. Do not return to the startline. The other lane will then be restarted and have a bye run.

3) If the driver requires MINOR assistance (eg can’t get into reverse) signal, or have your back up man signal, the starter and he will allow the crew past the startline. This DOES NOT include remote starting or using battery packs in the tow vehicle.

4) Please tell your crew – DO NOT go onto the track without the starters permission. DO NOT CROSS/JUMP THE BARRIERS AT ANY TIME regardless of the situation.

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HEALTH & SAFETY NOTICE

ALL PARTICIPANTS are required to comply with the following:

· Race and tow vehicles with engines running MUST have a competent driver/rider in the normal driving/riding position.

· When working under a vehicle it MUST be supported by at least one axle stand.

· No vehicle engine is to be run with the driving wheels supported only by jacks. 

· Helmets and safety harnesses MUST be worn while the vehicle is in motion under its own power.

· The finish line will be clearly marked. DO NOT continue accelerating after the finish line. The track exits to the return road will be clearly marked.

· Fire extinguishers are clearly marked and available at the start line, safety safari, fire engine and the parachute packer’s area at the end of the track.

· All drivers and crew will be subject to random breath alcohol tests. Failing a breath test will result in the vehicle being disqualified.

· Be extremely careful with any source of ignition as there is a danger of fire on the grass in the pits, carpark and spectator area.

· All drivers and crew chiefs must attend the drivers briefing prior to racing starting.

· All safety requirements in the NZDRA rules are to be followed.

· NO ALCOHOL is to be consumed in the pits. No Dogs in the pits/spectator areas.
· All vehicles are to keep their speed to a minimum in the pits, staging area and return road, especially at the spectator crossing point.

· Only participants that have signed the entry form are permitted in the Competition Area (staging lanes, burnout pad, start line, track, return road, timing caravan).

· An adult MUST accompany all participants under the age of 16 when in the Competition Area. This INCLUDES Junior Dragster teams.

· Participants are not to act in any way that could affect the safety of any other participant, the track officials and staff or the public.

· The instructions of any track official must be complied with.

· Strictly no crossing the fences, barriers or ropes – this is an operational airport and the barriers are there for your safety
· MMP reserves the right to eject from the venue any participant who breaches these health and safety notices.
· All crew must wear an Armband to enable them to go on the startline

DRIVER, OWNER, PASSENGER AND PIT CREW AGREEMENT AND INDEMNITY

I agree that I will make no actions, claims or demands for any loss or damage, including consequential loss, incurred or sustained arising directly or indirectly out of my participation in any capacity at the Masterton Motorplex Incorporated drag race meeting or associated events. I agree to indemnify the New Zealand Drag Racing Association Incorporated (NZDRA) and Masterton Motorplex Incorporated (MMP) and their respective officials, representatives, members and agents and any and all other competitors and their agents, but not a competitor adjudged guilty of reckless driving under the rules of the NZDRA, from and against any and all actions, claims or demands or other liability in respect of the death or injury of any person including myself and the loss or damage to the property of any person, company or organisation including myself arising out of or in conjunction with my use of the race track and other associated facilities, and notwithstanding that the same may have been contributed to or caused by the negligence or fault of the said bodies or their respective officials representatives or agents, or by design or other fault of the said facility. I agree that this indemnity extends to any loss or damage caused by any person not listed on this form who I give permission, tacit or otherwise, to act in the capacity of pit crew.  I agree that my successors, executors, administrators and next of kin are bound by this agreement. I will not allow any person under the age of 16 to participate in any way with this vehicle if I have not obtained their parents or guardians explicit permission. I have read and understand the rules and policies of the NZDRA and MMP and agree to be bound by them. I confirm that I am not suffering from any disability whether permanent or temporary which is likely to affect the normal control of the vehicle. I agree not to change or replace the vehicle or any parts thereon, including tyres, for any other vehicle or parts that may make the vehicle unsafe, or add any parts that may make the vehicle unsafe, or if the new, added or replacement parts have not been inspected and passed by the NZDRA if this is required by the NZDRA rules. If I drive any vehicle at this facility I hold a current New Zealand drivers licence for the class of vehicle driven. I agree any disputes arising shall be dealt with in accordance with the rules in the rulebook, including any amendments, of the NZDRA and that the executive committee of MMP, or their agent, will deal with any disputes on matters not contained in the rulebook. All decisions made by the said committee, or their agent will be final and binding.  I agree that any images including sound, video, still and artists drawings, digital, film or analogue may be used by MMP without prior approval, royalty or other fee. This agreement is for the duration of the race season printed at the top of this form. I agree to inform MMP of any changes that may affect my continued participation at any MMP event during the race season including any changes to the vehicle or vehicle owner. I acknowledge that no warranty of safety, express or implied, is given as a result of scrutineering, audit, tech inspection, or other safety checks. I confirm I have read and understand this entry form.

Driver only - If I do not own the vehicle I have obtained the owners details and signature on this form. The vehicle complies with the rules of the NZDRA and MMP and I certify it is safe to race.

Under 16 only - If the driver, owner and/or pit crew of any vehicle to be used in any way in this facility is under the age of sixteen years the consent of the parent, legal guardian or caregiver of that person has been obtained on this form as a cosignatory of this agreement and indemnity.
