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Racer National Event Entry Newsletter

All competitors (including Super Street).

To maintain a professional well organised event NZDRA require all racers competing at these events to pre enter. After talking to the Group One racers at their drivers meeting a consensus was in favour of adopting this format.

· Racers indicated they were not happy with having to wait in long lines to enter.

· The uncertainty of any schedule (when they have to be ready to race by).

· Waiting for travel or prize money at the conclusion of the event.

· Finding travel or prize money was reduced by tracks because the meeting they ran did not return a profit.

Pre entry allows a number of initiatives.

1. We can market who is attending the event minimum two weeks in advance.

2. We can post an entry list on site so spectators know in advance who will be there, this encouraging spectator attendance.

3. We can target teams who are attending for press releases, promos on web sites etc giving father marketing potential for sponsors, the event and the sport.

4. Inquire personally to racers that are not entered to encourage participation.

5. It allows time for an organised schedule to insure the event runs as smooth as possible.

6. A schedule allows racers to plan their day for between rounds maintenance. 

7. The schedule can be posted on site to allow spectators to plan when they need to be at the track. 

8. It allows time to plan pit layout. 

9. Cuts down on man power at the entry booth.

10. Racers receive a discount for pre entering cutting their costs.

The procedure:

1. All racer entries fees are paid to NZDRA. This can be done by downloading the entry form and posting with cheque or e mailing the form and internet banking moneys into the NZDRA account. Racers entry will be confirmed when their name appears on the NZDRA web site Event Entry list.

2. Entry list after close off date is then forwarded to track concerned to aid in pit layout etc.

3. All prize money is paid by NZDRA into racer nominated bank account.  This insures confidence in racers knowing what remuneration is owed will be paid.

4. NZDRA will supply staff at entry to insure correct and current licence; log book and crew credentials are issued.

Racers:

· Racers must pre enter and pay the entry fee 20 days before the National Event they wish to compete in. This allows sufficient time after the last national event to check equipment and confirm attendance. 

· Pre entered racers and crew will receive complimentary gate passes allowing entry to the venue. These may be collected from the NZDRA staff at the venue gate by the entered racer by presenting photo ID i.e. drivers licence. (Racers will have to organise giving passes to their crew if they arrive later as they will not be given to crew members).

· Any racers that do not pre enter: The prescribed entry fee will remain the same and will be payable at the track entry booth on race day. However racer and team will have to pay the gate charge as per spectators.

· Current national series champions: Gold card holders must pre enter but fee is not payable.

· In extenuating circumstances if entered but not attended: Entry may be forwarded to next event or refunded at the sole discretion of NZDRA.

Racer Entry fees and ticket allocation per National event.

· Group One: Entry fee    - $200                 includes 6 complimentary passes 

· Group Two: Entry fee   - $180 **             includes 5 complimentary passes **  

· Group Three: Entry fee  -$120                  includes 3 complimentary passes   

· Group Four: Entry fee   - $120                  includes 3 complimentary passes   

** Supercharged Outlaw although a Group three division will pay a Group two entry and receive prize money as per Group two competitors. 

Above entry fees; If pre entry is not utilised these are payable at the track race entry but no complementary passes will be issued!  

Racers should realise with the complimentary passes they are paying less than last year and with events like the Nationals (two day fee) they are making a substantial saving!    

All pre entries must supply bank details for depositing prize money and or any travel allowance. Without these details no travel allowance / prize money will be paid. 

No payments at the track – no exceptions.

The pre entry envelop can be collected at the gate from NZDRA staff and will contain: 

· Complimentary passes as per Group division. (These must be shown at the track entry gate).

· SSP form / Indemnity for entrant / driver to fill out sign and hand to race entry. 
(Self Scrutineering Procedure form for teched vehicles).

· Schedule of event including entry close off time.

· Pit layout on the day for competitors. 

NZDRA EVENT TEAM 

In conjunction with these and other initiatives discussed within this newsletter, NZDRA will be travelling to each of the national events with key personnel in a managerial roll to insure continuity and consistency follows at the national series events.

These people will work with and advise existing track personnel to insure consistency and we have skilled staff at our disposal where and when we need them for the future of the sport.

Driver SSP forms. 

Teched vehicles: SSP forms are to be taken to the entry booth with their Licence and Log book and handed to staff by Driver / Rider where an arm band will be issued. 

Crew.
All crew members must before being permitted on race track produce complimentary pass to race entry booth and sign the crew indemnity paperwork to receive arm bands for track access. 

No arm band no track access.

Super Street competitors whom are not teched: Take SSP form to Scrutineering bay which will be highlighted on your pit layout map before proceeding to entry booth.

Non pre entered competitors:

Competitors must procced to entry, fill in the apropreate forms and pay the full fee. 

Not teched Super Street vehicles procceed to scruteneering first then the entry booth with paperwork supplied.

Auditing of vehicles:

NZDRA will select a number of vehicles for auditing where the area steward will oversee the local track scrutineers check these vehicles out. If your envelope has been stamped to be audited proceed to Scruteneering before going to entry booth. Severe breaches will result in expulsion from the event.

Group One competitors.

Note: Group One competitors must commit to full series to be eligible for any travel allowance.

As discussed with group one racer's event prize money and any travel allowance will be combined and distributed amongst competitors whom commit to series.

Group one:

Any division naming rights money will be divided at the end of the series. (As previous years i.e. Castrol Edge).
Event prize money and any travel allowance throughout the season will be combined and divided into each of the 5 national events this would approximate for a northern based driver: $300 per Auckland and Taupo rounds, $500 for Masterton plus $1000 for the Christchurch round depending on commitment of numbers. Note: Northern competitors first two events travel may be retained until the Christchurch round. (As they never got paid previously this should not affect them too much).

All other divisions i.e. Group 2, 3 and 4.

Prize money will be as per NZDRA schedule (below) although NZDRA will administer payment instead of tracks as per racer nominated bank account.

Travel allowance for group two, three and four divisions: NZDRA expects all the tracks to make some remuneration to travelling racers running under 10 seconds so contact the tracks directly for this at this stage.
