New Entry Procedure

We are going to trial a new entry procedure to streamline entries. This will be based on the card system used at Champion so you will only have to fill out an Entry Form at the first meeting you attend. For the rest of the season you will only need to update your Entry Form if any of the details change (this includes adding different crew members that will enter the Competition Area)

At the next meeting you attend, all you need to do is go to the entry booth, advise us of your car number and pay the entry fee. If you have any questions please contact one of the committee members.

Armbands, Crew and Pass outs

We are not using armbands this season. The abuse of this system in the past couple of seasons has cost us a lot of money.  This means that if you or your crew leave the venue during the day you will have to pay to get back in.

We will be strictly enforcing the new limits on crew numbers (see attached Policy) and they will be issued tickets at the entry booth. Your crew MUST BE PRESENT at the entry booth to receive their tickets. These tickets will get them into the venue on Sunday morning only. They cannot be used to come in during the day on Saturday or Sunday.

Race Meetings

Please note that there are only 3 race meetings this season. For this season the usual November meeting is being run as a Fast Fours and Rotaries meeting only. This is in part of the 4 and Rotary NZ Jamboree 03 being run in Wellington over the weekend. If you have an import vehicle and would like to race please go to www.4androtary.com for an entry form as there will be no entries on the day.

Prize Package for this season

As advised at the drivers meeting in July we are not going to run a points series this season. There are various reasons for this, mainly the fact there are only 3 meetings, and also the first meeting is part of the NZDRA National Points Series. Instead we are offering a prize purse for each of the MMP meetings.

MMP Financial matters

Unfortunately we made a loss for the season of $18,000. This was mainly caused by the abuse of the armband system as well as the lower than expected attendance and extra set-up costs for the Aussie meeting. Despite this we still need to improve the venue, although this year we cannot do as much as we expected to.

Notes:

1) This table is a summary only. For full detail please consult the latest NZDRA rulebook. If you have any queries please ask your NZRDA rep, check the NZDRA website, your local Tech Inspector, or a MMP committee.

2) For classes racing under the “Class Index” system. The class indexes will be posted on the NZDRA website and will be updated as these change over the season.

3) “Field Size” is the maximum number of cars that will qualify and race off for the points. If more than this number of cars enter then only the top qualifiers will go through (alternates are allowed for the first round only). At MMP all non-qualifiers will continue to race in “losers return” racing.

4) Classes marked ** are only run at the NZDRA National Open events. If these cars appear at other events they will be run at the promoters discretion (at MMP we will probably run these in their own exhibition match up)

5) Classes marked * will only be eligible for prize money if there are at least 4 cars entered in the class. If there are less than 4 cars we will still run these cars so they can get the NZDRA points.

6) “Typical ET Performance Level” - These are an indication only and cars going faster or slower than the times listed will NOT be stopped from racing in the class they choose. The one exception to this is the 11.00 second limit for Super Sedan and Super Street.
