
Christmas Meeting

Another excellent weekend of drag racing. There were over 150 vehicles entered across all the classes. There were again many first time drivers, especially in the Import class. As a new driver, if you have any questions please ask, either one of your fellow racers or a track official. If they can’t answer you they will point you to someone who can. 

We had our first National record broken – Congratulations to Richard Maunder who travelled from Whangarei to set a new speed record in AA/PRO of 151.01 mph on a NOS assisted Kawasaki ZX12R

Another highlight was Andre Simon from Wellington breaking the Australasian record for the Fastest EVO with a 9.862 second pass (at 143.31 mph) in an EVO3.

Next Meeting 

Our next race meeting is the "International Meeting" on Feb 8/9, with Sunday (Feb 9) featuring 6 Top Doorslammer cars, 2 from Australia and 4 from NZ, capable of 6 second passes at over 200 mph, four Wild Bunch cars capable of mid 7 second passes at 190 mph, a 1,500 horsepower 'burnout' car and two nitro Harley Davidson bikes.

Please note that on SUNDAY ONLY the Admission prices are increased to cover the cost of bring these cars to the track. The new prices are:

Grandstand Seating

We are well aware of the problems last year with people not being able to see. We now have 8 grandstands more than last year – that’s seating for 1000 people. On SUNDAY 9th we are using both sides of the track for viewing and car parking. The scrutineering gate will be used as a second entrance. You can help by arriving as early as possible on Sunday (gates open at 8.00am)

Saturday Night

On Saturday night there will be a “Meet the Racers” get together at the Copthorne Solway Park lounge to mix and mingle with the Aussie visitors. If you also want to buy a meal at the restaurant please book first on (06) 370 0500

Camping

There is still camping available. It is in the old pits area, just to the west of the white 20 foot container. There are no other facilities available, so bring everything you need.

Lights

The lights continue to run well and accurately, the main problems being with the printer and the tree countdown, both caused by the ‘operator error’ in the caravan. There will continue to be the odd delay to reset the beams as the heat causes the track to move slightly during the day. Please continue to point out any problems to your pit runner, as this is the only way we will know if there is anything wrong.

Late entries

The scrutineering gate will open at 7.30am and close at 9.30am SHARP on Saturday 8 Feb. There will be no entries or scrutineering on Sunday 9 Feb. To reduce the queue at the entry booth we will have another person taking entries. 

Meeting Format

Dependant on the number of cars entered we are going to try to get at least one full round of competition on Saturday. This will mean racing starts at 10.00 SHARP with the drivers briefing at 9.45. With the Aussies running on Sunday time will be at a premium. This may mean that we run straight elimination (no loser return) for the last rounds on Sunday afternoon

Sandbagging
The practice of ‘sandbagging’, running a ‘Dial In’ slower than the car is capable of and then throttling off before the finish line to avoid breaking out, is against the spirit of the sport and as such is specifically prohibited (See the NZDRA Rule book, page 10). This practice is becoming so blatant that even non drag racers have commented on it. If the Area Steward sees any driver blatantly sandbagging they will be disqualified.

Alcohol
The consumption of alcohol in the pits is STRICTLY PROHIBITED. Participants drinking in the pits do not portray a good image of the sport, is potentially dangerous and if there is any damage or injury you are not covered by insurance.

Please DO NOT drink alcohol in the pits (or allow your crew or friends to) during the meeting.

Rules, MMP Race Policies, Health & Safety Guidelines

The NZDRA and MMP have put in place various rules, policies and guidelines to make racing safe, fair and enjoyable for all participants and the public, and 99% of participants abide by them. These were sent to most drivers at the start of the season and copies are available for new drivers at the entry trailer. Enforcing these rules is a condition of our NZDRA sanction, our insurance policy, our Masterton District Council consent and the lease of the venue. We have already ejected several participants and spectators for breaching these. 

Please don’t be the idiot that spoils the day for everyone else.

Startline Breakdowns

There has been much confusion when a car breaks/stalls during the burnout. To ensure the safety of everyone we are going to adopt the following rules.

1) If the car is still on the concrete the driver must stay in the car and not move even if they get the car started, the starter will wave the back up man to get behind the wall, and the starter will allow the other lane to go. The crew MUST NOT go onto the track

2) If the car is on the tarmac the starter will shut the other lane down. He will then signal the crew to tow the stalled car to the finish line and onto the return road. Do not return to the startline. The other lane will then be restarted and have a bye run.

3) If the driver requires MINOR assistance (eg can’t get into reverse) signal, or have your back up man signal, the starter and he will allow the crew past the startline. This DOES NOT include remote starting or using battery packs in the tow vehicle.

4) Please tell your crew and friends – DO NOT go onto the track without the starters permission. DO NOT CROSS/JUMP THE BARRIERS AT ANY TIME regardless of the situation.

Tow Vehicles

One of the problems that is delaying racing is tow vehicles that hang around the start line well after their race car has passed the finish line. Would all tow vehicle drivers please chase your racecar as soon as it leaves the start line. You can find out the times and winner from the rest of the crew or the time card afterwards.
