Entry Procedure

We are going to continue the new entry procedure used last year. This is based on a card system so you will only have to fill out an Entry Form at the first meeting you attend. Imports are to fill out the same entry form as the sportsman class and we will then fill in the correct class for you at entry booth. For the rest of the season you will only need to update your Entry Form if any of the details change (including changing crew members that will enter the Competition Area).

At following meetings, all you need to do is go to the entry booth, advise us of your car number and pay the entry fee.  Your car number for the season is the number of your sportsman licence (If you have one from last season that is still valid) otherwise we will issue you with a temporary car number for the weekend when we do your licence on the day. If you have any questions please contact one of the committee members.

Armbands, Crew and Pass outs
We will be strictly enforcing the new limits on crew numbers and they will be issued tickets at the entry booth. Your crew MUST BE PRESENT at the entry booth to receive their tickets. These tickets will get them into the venue on Sunday morning only. 

· Any vehicle entered in Super Street, Bike or other sportsman DYO classes is only eligible for one crew pass for entry on Sunday. 

· All other vehicles are eligible for a maximum of four crew passes for entry on Sunday.

· If you purchase a Drivers Season Pass you will get four crew cards/passes regardless of the class entered.

· Additional crew are allowed and should sign an entry form, but they will not receive Sunday passes.

NZDRA Rule changes

All licence holders receive a rule book as part of their licence renewal. Please make sure you are familiar with all rules, not just the ones in your class.

Sportsman licences are $50 (1 year) or $20 for a day licence (weekend), a comp licence is $200. These can be applied for by downloading the form off the NZDRA website. www.nzdra.co.nz
Otherwise Sportsman licences can be done on the day at entry.

Startline Breakdowns

There was also some confusion about what to do if there is a breakdown. Last season we adopted the same system they use in Australia.

1) If the car is on the concrete the driver must stay in the car if they cannot restart. The starter will wave the back up man to get behind the wall, and the starter will allow the other lane to go. The crew MUST NOT go onto the track

2) If the car is on the tarmac the starter will shut the other lane down. He will then signal the crew to tow the stalled car to the finish line and onto the return road. Do not return to the startline. The other lane will then be restarted and have a bye run.

3) If the driver requires MINOR assistance (eg can’t get into reverse) signal, or have your back up man signal, the starter and he will allow the crew past the startline. This DOES NOT include remote starting or using battery packs in the tow vehicle.

4) Please tell your crew – DO NOT go onto the track without the starters permission. DO NOT CROSS/JUMP THE BARRIERS AT ANY TIME regardless of the situation.
