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TRACK POLICY

Passengers

· No passengers are permitted unless Masterton Motorplex (MMP) receives a written application at least seven days before the event. MMP reserves the right to refuse any application. MMP or the NZDRA Area Steward also reserves the right to revoke any application on the day of the event.

· Approved passengers only will be permitted during practice rounds on the first day, or a time allocated by MMP. Any car that is capable of exceeding 100mph must do a half-track pass only and cross the finish at no more than 100mph. Any driver breaking this NZDRA rule will not be permitted to take passengers for the rest of the season.

· All requirements of the NZDRA rulebook must be adhered to. Only one passenger per race. The passenger must have the same safety equipment as the driver (helmet, suit/overalls, shoes, seat, harness etc). You MUST advise the Entry booth that you are taking passengers.

· All passengers must be over 15 years old and must fit in the seat, harness and safety gear.

· All cars with a passenger onboard must display the letter ‘P’ 150mm or taller on the right front window. This letter must be removed when there is no passenger onboard.

Qualifying

· All qualifying races will be on the first day only except at the Event Coordinator’s sole discretion..

· If this day is cancelled or rained off MMP may extend qualifying to the second day. The number of qualifying rounds will be at MMP’s discretion.

· If the driver wants to enter a different competition class, they must inform the officials (in the Pit Trailer) no later than 15 minutes after the last qualifying round has finished. No changes will be made to competition fields after this time – NO EXCEPTIONS.

Late entries

· Entries and scrutineering open at 7 am and close at 9am on the first day of each meeting.

· There will be NO LATE ENTRIES accepted after this time.

· If the driver is not present at entry then whoever enters the car needs to have a SIGNED entry form, the driver’s safety equipment (helmet, fire suit etc), the drivers comp licence and the car logbook.

Prizegiving

· Prizegiving will be held 1 hour after the last Competition final is completed.

· The venue for prizegiving will be announced at the drivers briefing.

Travel Money

· Travel money will be paid in accordance with NZDRA’s new ruling

· Junior Dragsters are not eligible for travel money

· Travel money will only be paid to eligible cars that are based in the South Island or north of a line from New Plymouth to Taupo to Gisborne.

· Travel money will NOT be paid if the race meeting is cancelled or rained off before the first round of Competition has been completed.

Drivers Briefing

· All Drivers and Crew Chiefs MUST attend the drivers briefing prior to the start of racing. 

Helmets

· Please check your helmet tag for its compliance certificate numbers – Helmets with only ‘NZS 1884’ are NO LONGER acceptable for racing in New Zealand.

Camping

· Overnight camping is available at the track free of charge for racers and crew only.

· There are no facilities except portaloos.

· Please keep the camping area clean and tidy. There is a large rubbish bin provided – Please use it.

· This is a family camping area. Please - no loud music after 12pm.

· No race car engines to be run after dark – please use the pits for work on the car

· STRICTLY NO CROSSING THE BARRIERS OR ROPES – THIS IS AN OPERATIONAL AIRPORT AND THE BARRIERS ARE THERE FOR YOUR SAFETY.
Competition Area

· The Competition Area is the Staging lanes, start line area, track and return road

· Only participants who have signed an entry form as crew are permitted in the competition area.

· If your crew has changed since the first meeting please have the new crew sign the entry form when entering the vehicle. 

· New crew that have not signed the entry form are only permitted in the pits. The vehicle driver takes full responsibility for them and their actions.

· An adult MUST accompany all participants under the age of sixteen when they are in the Competition area (this includes Junior Dragster teams).

Crew
· Any vehicle entered in Super Street, Bike or other sportsman DYO classes is only permitted 1 official crew. 

· All other vehicles are permitted a maximum of 4 official crew.

· Additional crew are allowed and should sign an entry form, but they will not receive pass outs.
